Aims and goals

The project aims at providing  analyzes of  migration policies in Finland and Slovenia by considering in a comparative perspective both historical legacies, migration trends and current trends in migration management. The different histories of the two countries shaped the so-called Nordic and the South-East European model of migration management. While the former derives from the Nordic legacy of the welfare state with its residence based social rights, the latter was shaped by a socialist legacy that, combined with the post-independence nationalistic strives, nowadays tends to resemble the Mediteranean migration model marked by intensification of prevention policies and the weakening of the welfare provisions. The project compares migration patterns in the two states and analyzes the different policy responses in the context of  historical specificities of the two countries as well as from the perspective of the common EU migration policy. 

The project plan of activities aims to: 

1. Further develop a bilateral comparative perspective on central aspects of work that the research team had jointly produced, such as integration of migrants and their positions in the labour market.  

2. Further debate and deepen our understanding of issues crucial for the integration of migrants in both societies via the exchange of ideas at workshops and conferences.

3. Develop further and publish joint comparative papers in scholarly journals and books at an international and national level.

4. Further disseminate ideas at national, local and international level.
Realization in 2011

Building on the previous common research (Primts project) the project compares the feminization of migration in Finland with the opposite trends in Slovenia where migrants who enter the county for purposes of work are predominately males. The projects sees how the factor of gender in migration shapes the situation in the labor market for migrants in the two countries. While manufacturing, hotels and tourism prevail among the sectors that engage migrant workers in Finland, and construction sector is the most predominant among sectors in Slovenia, migrants in both countries tend to occupy the more difficult and less stable job positions that are unattractive to the native workers. The project aims at evaluating how the two countries cope with migration, what are migration and integration policies and how do they respond to migrants’ labor.

Aims and goals

This project’s general aim is to enhance the understanding of the European dimension of homophobia and discrimination of gays and lesbians in view of promoting their fundamental rights and citizenship. To this end, the project addresses four key factors:  

a) the socio-cultural factors and institutional norms and practices that produce and sustain homophobia in everyday life; b) the legal discourses which, at both the national and EU level, support or hamper the development of new legislation or the application/enforcement of existing law; c) the strategies gays and lesbians deploy in different social contexts to achieve social and political transformation; d) the exchange of good practices between countries with different levels of legal protection for gays and lesbians.

Realization in 2011

The project was finished in October 2011. 

We organized an international conference (EE seminar) on homophobia in schools in Ljubljana (as part of the national conference where the basic findings of the research were presented). Furthermore, we published the book Obrazi homofobije (The Faces of Homophobia), and contributed to the comparable book in English: Confronted Homophobia in Europe: Legal and Social Perspectives. All these outcomes are the results of the analysis of the collected empirical material (focus groups and interviews with students of education + gays and lesbians + analysis of law).

This is a project for monitoring, research and reporting on the media in Slovenia. Since 1997, the project connects researchers, journalists and others interested in quality and responsibility of the media. It works through public events and publications. 

Realization in 2011
MW journal: 39th issue in May and 40/41th issue in December 2011. Both issues comprise 140 pages with more than 70 articles, including those on failure of reforms of media regulation, on Slovenian media market indicators, on economy of web media and on current media practices. Widely distributed and available free of charge on the Media Watch web site. Initiated debates and further deliberations in professional, political and academic communities. MW journal uses also its FB profile for promotion of critical media reflection and reforms.

MW book (in preparation for printing): analysis and comparison of reporting on selected topics in Slovenian newspapers through modern history. 

MW events: international round table on media regulation/media reforms and lecture on prospects for journalism in digital era.

Comparative analysis of the Hungarian and Slovenian media law within the European project coordinated by the Center for Media and Communication Studies of the Central European University.

Media Watch program activities in Slovenia have been a basis for partnership with the Press Institute in Mongolia in its project aimed at development of capacities for regular critical media analysis in Mongolia (partnerhsip in 2011 included online mentoring and hosting a study visit of a group of Mongolian researchers to meet and learn from Media Watch team of researchers and activists). It gathers researchers, professors, editors, journalists, students and others interested in media studies and media reflection, and as such serves as an unique meeting point for academic and media community in Slovenia. It also regularly includes contributors from the region and globally, providing a wider context for the Slovenian circumstances. In 2012 we plan to finally develop a online edition of MW journal (interactive, to be updated on a daily basis) and rethink the need for continuation with the print edition. Media Watch has been used as a reference and model for development of the media critical analysis on a regular basis within non-governmental sector in other countries. Our plan to facilitate the debate on the future of the media system in Slovenia and the development of a strategic document to achieve a consensus among the stakeholders has been revised and prolonged due to political crisis and early elections. In 2012 we plan to address the need for media reforms by bringing foreign guests to compare reforms in different countries and regions, and to accumulate ideas and inspiration for changes.

The project includes regular research, advocacy and training activities aimed at improving access to the media for minority communities in Slovenia and at improving media performance and professional  ethics in reporting minorities. In 2011 it integrated the European project Multicultural Europe in the Media (MEM) aimed at empowerment of public service broadcasting and minority communities, and their dialogue in the processes of improvement of access to the media for minorities.

National round table (part of the European project MEM) with more than 30 participants representing public service broadcasting RTV Slovenia, minority communities (those already included in the programming and governing structure of the RTV Slovenia and those not allowed to participate), the government, the parliament and the research organizations. Resulted in new program content in the programs of Radio Slovenia and Television Slovenia in 2011 on situation with minority communities from the former Yugoslavia in Slovenia, and introduction of new regular programming to cover that subject in the Program and Business Plan of RTV Slovenija for 2012.

A group of Slovenian journalists representing public service broadcasting – radio and television – together with representatives of the Roma, Bosniak and Italian community participated in the European conference Tuning Into Diversity 2011, contributing to the European debate on media diversity (project MEM).

A handbook for minority organisations and activists how to engage in promotion of cultural diversity in the media was published and distributed (project MEM).

Analysis of program content introduced by Radio Slovenia in 2011 to cover situation of minority communities from former Yugoslavia in Slovenia. Publishing of the analysis in the Media Watch journal in December 2011.

A handbook on combating discrimination in the media has been used by the Media Center Sarajevo in its project on combating discrimination in Bosnia and Herzegovina, with our support in editing and supervision. 

Combating racism in the media was the topic of our several public lectures and interviews during 2011: at the university, in the media (at the national radio) and with children in an elementary school. It was the subject of our protest and statements in the media after the early elections in December 2011 when the voters with supposed origin in the former Yugoslavia were potrayed in a racist manner in a text published by the right wing party SDS.

The project consortium which consists of researchers from an ‘old’ EU member country (Austria), a ‘new’ member (Slovenia), a candidate country (Croatia), and a country with aspiration to become EU member (Serbia) worked on assessment of the situation in their countries with structurally different positions as far as EU membership is concerned. All the tasks planned in 2011 were accomplished on time: organization of the conference in Ljubljana, editing and publishing of the book (final output of the project), writing of the final report. This project was finished in May 2011. It will not be continued in 2012.

Aims and goals

An educational project that aims to give opportunities for active education (lectures, discussion groups, reading seminars) on contemporary political topics tacitly shunned by the established academia.

Realization in 2011
In the first half of 2011 the WPU continued with the 14th lecture cycle (’Class struggle after the end of class struggle’) and its reading and film seminars. In May, WPU's 2011 International Spring School took place. In November, the 15th lecture cycle (’Financialization’) began, along with new reading seminars and a new film seminar in collaboration with Slovenska kinoteka film theater (November-December). We organized three public tribunes, two in the spring and one in November, on the topic of contemporary higher education system, and also hosted one of the events of the CIMAM (World forum of directors and curators of museums of contemporary art) conference, that took place in Ljubljana and Zagreb in November.
Events

From January to May, the WPU continued its series of lectures on the role and meaning of the concept of class struggle, and in November a new cycle began (’Financialization’) (November-December). 

A film seminar and three reading seminars were also continued from the previous year (January-May). The reading seminars were ’Self-management’, ’Speculative realism’ and ’Conditions of art’. A new season of seminars began in October: a film seminar (’Kinokatedra’) and two reading seminars (’Difference and repetition’ and ’Financialization’) (October-December).  

Between 27 April and 1 May, an international spring school was held in Ljubljana. In collaboration with various student initiatives three public tribunes tackling the issue of contemporary higher education system were organized, the first one on 24 March at the Faculty of Arts, the second on 24 April at the Faculty of Social Sciences and the third one on 22 November again at the Faculty of Arts (all University of Ljubljana).

The project was positively accepted among both the participants and the creators. 2011 saw a continuation of a 15-year-long lecture cycle, with new collaborations established, for example the Kinokatedra (film seminar) with Slovenska kinoteka film theater, with the student movement ‘Mi smo univerza’ and other student initiatives. Thus, our public engagement received a fresh impetus. The 2011 spring school proved to be a great success and revealed great interest among the young participants for the theory and practice of self-management. Similar activities will also take place in 2012, with an attempt to expand them by research activities (e.g. an advanced study group aiming to critically examine the concept of ’knowledge society’; empirically based research into the conditions of precarious labor in Slovenia). In 2012 a special issue of the Borec review will be published, containing articles by the previous year's lecturers and edited by WPU Program board members. A long term arrangement with the review has been entered into.

Aims and goals

1. With a selection of conference papers the book on care critically addresses policy responses to care deficits which are either absent (lack of increase in provision of public care services; deregulation, privatization and refamilization of care; lack of integration policies) or inadequate (cash for care allowances, insufficient work/life balance arrangements, introduction of quotas on migrant care workers). The book critically examines the question of crucial dependence of the provision of care in European societies on social exclusion, poverty, migration, and class, gender and ethnic inequalities.

2. The book on migrant labour debates precarious positions of migrant workers across Europe. Migrants’ lives are strongly conditioned by a skills and status based migration and integration management system which issues various permits to migrant populations. In these post-fordist times of welfare cuts, migrant workers are the first to lose jobs and permits that relate to employment contracts. This makes them vulnerable to precarious conditions within informal labour markets and puts them at risk of illegality. The book explores how various mechanisms of “nationalizing citizenship” are reproduced within migration and integration policies and what is their influence on migrants’ lives. 

3. The book on gay and lesbian families addresses the latest battle ground; that of the legal and social recognition of same-sex families in Europe. It brings together qualitative and quantitative studies from several European countries, which discuss different aspects of the everyday life experiences of gay and lesbian families. Articles address the struggles with stigma, stereotypes and prejudices, the position of same-sex families in GLBT communities, the legal obstacles these families face etc.
