FAQ

What is the language of the training?
Both English and French are working languages of the event. Simultaneous translation will be provided.
Who will cover the costs of my participation in the training?

The organizer – the Peace Institute, Slovenia - will cover travel costs for each participant up to the amount of 450 EUR, accommodation and meals, which will be provided by the organiser. The Peace Institute will also take care of the arrangements – book your hotel room and your tickets. 

However, if selected, the participant will be obliged to attend the training and then, with the support of the Endorsing Institution, organize a training session in his/her respective country before 31 July 2014. Concerning the obligation to organize a decentralised training session the organizer, the participant of the Ljubljana training event and the endorsing organisation will sign the Agreement.
What type of organisation can be the Endorsing Organisation/ Supporting Institution?

The Endorsing Organisation can be either an equality body, bar association, NGO, judicial network or any EU based organisation which is able to provide financial and/or organisational support to the participant of the Ljubljana training when organizing a decentralized training session and help secure 20 legal professionals to participate in the national training.

The Endorsing Organisation may in this respect be the participant’s employer or an organisation which supports the participant’s application and whose mission is related to the topics of the training.
Who will cover the costs of the national training session?

The Endorsing Organisation or the Endorsing Organisation together with the participant – depends on their agreement. The Endorsing Organisation may also charge fees from the participants of the decentralized training session in order to cover the costs of the organisation, if there are any.
The organizer of the Ljubljana training event will NOT cover the costs of the national training sessions in any way.

What are the requirements for organising the decentralized training session?

· It must be organised before 31 July 2014;
· Proof that the national training session was carried out: a narrative report with participation data and 2 photos of the event;
· Form of the training session: a conference or seminar of at least two hours which must focus for at least half of the time on the European protection measures discussed at the Ljubljana Training Event ;

· Participants:  at least 20 legal professionals.
What happens if I do not organize a decentralised training session under the provisions of the Agreement?
The participant will have to reimburse to the Peace Institute the costs related to his or her participation - travel costs, accommodation costs and subsistence costs. The participant will be required to reimburse the costs within 30 calendar days of the expiration of the deadline for organising the decentralised training session (31 July 2014).
