Politics and Power in Times of Terror: Thinking with Hannah Arendt

Vlasta Jalušič
vlasta.jalusic@mirovni-institut.si
Aims and goals

The project connected the research on Arendtian perspective with the work on  concrete political questions regarding violence, war crimes, the establishment of nation-state/s, responsibility and re-conciliation in the context of post-Yugoslav wars, humanitarian interventions and their legitimizations. It has created conceptual basis for rethinking some newer theoretical and political discussions, those that have opened the questions of terror, violence, and politics – on the basis of the post-Yugoslav humanitarian interventionism and genocidal wars that took place in Bosnia and Rwanda.
Realisation in 2007

The project concluded in 2007. It has developed an original interpretation of phenomena of power, violence, political subjectivity and terror. Our  contribution to political thinking is above all in underlining that Arendt researched  the structure of modern anti-political power as the one that is pregnant with new totalitarian temptations and the modern ‘unintentional’ evil, but has not declared this structure itself as ‘The’ origin of totalitarianism; i.e. she did not declare ‘the structure’ as the one that automatically diminishes responsibility of actors or their political potential. On the contrary, the crucial element in the political thinking of Hannah Arendt is to take strictly seriously our human political capacities – the capacity for action – especially if there exists the danger of renouncing them. This is the perspective that particularly opens the window to understand the role of contemporary power, state, human action and political responsibility in times of post-totalitarian phenomena of terror.

The launch of the group would take up the idea of involved women from the Nyamirambo neighbourhood in Kigali, Rwanda, where no such initiatives exist so far. These are socially de-privileged and marginalized, hard working younger women in need. Some of them are also victims of abuse, single mothers with small children and/or orphans, survivors of genocide, and young girls who dropped out of school for different reasons. Working closely together with them to organise their own space, to set up specific contents of their work and to equip them with the skills and facilities they need to run a sustainable women’s house or centre, the partners aim at the creation of a capacity for community work among women in the key areas of everyday life – affecting their access to education and skills, problems with gender based violence, reproductive rights, child care, and income generating activities.

Aims and goals

The project devises a new concept of active citizenship by situating the concept of citizenship into the transition societies of Central-Eastern Europe and by analysing recent theories of participatory citizenship, verifying the suitability of this new concept for the realisation of political equality and participation.

Realisation in 2007

The current theories of citizenship were analysed. They argue that in order to surpass the policies of inequality it is necessary to go beyond the duality of “established” and “alternative publics”, and to include alternative publics into the processes of policy formation. These theories recognize that policies are created through discursive processes and point to examples from practice that show that inequalities are often a consequence of incorrectly or insufficiently defined problems, from the definition of which the citizens have been excluded. Based on the analyses of the defined contemporary understandings of citizenship we have devised and theorised the concept of active citizenship.

We have published two issues of the Media Watch journal – in May and December 2007. In December we have also published a book on the role of the state in the media sector in Slovenia in the MW book series. In March 2007 we have organised a Journalism Evening Talk and in April 2007 a Media Watch round table. We have partly constructed a new Media Watch web site, but it is still not operating properly due to some technical difficulties. We have also developed various advocacy activities in Slovenia and abroad to improve the media freedom situation. Two of our earlier publications have been translated abroad – a MW book »Eurosis« into Serbian in the reputable book edition »XX vek« and a MW handbook on gender reporting into Hungarian.

In the first half of 2007, the GemTrEx project team has completed planned activities in the work package 1 (needs analysis), where the Peace Institute had the leading role. After finalizing the methodological and structural part, as agreed among partners (from Slovenia, Austria, Germany, Spain and United Kingdom), the Peace Institute team invited Slovenian ministries, NGOs, universities, and municipalities to respond to on-line questionnaires or interviews with the purpose to define what are the needs for gender training, as well as known best practices, in Slovenia, After each national team completed its report, Slovenian and Spanish team edited the Common survey report of the WP1. 

In May 2007, the partners met in Barcelona to discuss the common report and available information for the public resulting from WP1. At the same time, all partners developed a method for pilot training which was tested at the meeting. Afterwards, module 1 for pilot training was formed and  additional modules will be developed and tested. During the Barcelona meeting activities on WP2, criteria concept for certification, as well as web site development were defined and discussed.

In September 2007 partner meeting took place in Ljubljana and the following pilot module was tested. Both events were successful, also in terms that during the working days the project team came up with a new term “gender worker” comprising all possible professions in this area.

The aim of the project is to bring the gender sensitizing methods and techniques into practice, also to rethink the gender relations and to raise awareness on gender inequality among selected target groups. 

Realisation in 2007

In 2007 two sub-projects were applied for funding. One is titled “GENDER SENSITIZING MODULE IN THE SELECTED EU COUNTRIES (GATES -Gender; Analysis; Training; Education; Sensibility)”. The main aims of the project were to encourage the public administration officers and teachers to rethink the gender relations (differences vs. equality) and to encourage the school teachers to actively transfer the gender equality ideas and to put forward the existing differences/equalities not only between genders, but also among them. School namely plays an important role in the socialization process and there is a need for gender sensitive use of language. Since the themes in the pupils manuals are very much gendered (a need for a gender sensibility) it also appears to be important to raise awareness of the teachers in the kindergartens since they are the first ones (together with the parents) in the socialization process and thus they have a huge influence on further development and gender sensibility (for example, gender sensitive use of language). The project idea was applied to the Leonardo da Vinci program, but unfortunately was not approved. The second project »Gender Sensibilization in Practice« was approved by the Governmental Office for Equal Opportunities, Slovenia. It was planned as a preparatory part of the bigger above-mentioned project, thus a pilot workshop is planned for school teachers.

The aim of the study is to evaluate policies and practices related to both trafficking in human beings and prostitution in the international context with the purpose to define indicators to monitor different forms of trafficking. The most important project proposal, developed within this field in early 2007, was the project In the Name of the Author. In collaboration with our partners from Italy, France, Croatia, Bulgaria, The Netherlands, and Slovenia we have prepared a demanding project proposal for a two year international project in the field of author's rights and intellectual property rights. Unfortunately, it was not approved by the European Commission in our first attempt. In the meantime, we have been working on an important two year research policy project on the protection of author’s rights in digital environment, which is financed by the National Science Fund (ARRS) and the Ministry of the Economy (head of the project is M. Breznik – cf. her report for details on this project). For our activities concerning the new National Program for Culture 2008-2011 cf. detailed report under the heading Transformation of Culture. Part of our research activities in 2007 was devoted to the analysis of the rights of artists, cultural workers, and activists in relation to legal sphere, politics, and economy.

A group of researchers from Austria, Bulgaria, Montenegro, and Slovenia analyzed their country's scientific policies, local conditions of research in the humanities and social sciences, and the effects these policies and conditions have upon scientific practices in the region of Southeast Europe.
Realisation in 2007

The project successfully finished in May 2007 owing to the financial support provided by ASO Ljubljana and ASO Sofia. Since all the partners in the project concluded the research part of the project by the end of 2006, our main focus in 2007 were the organization of an international conference in Ljubljana, writing of the final report, and dissemination of results.

Key event in 2007 was the international conference organized by the Peace Institute in Ljubljana in February as an East East: Partnership Beyond Borders project. Approximately 30 participants from 7 countries took part in the conference. Nevertheless, this project might have good chances for a follow-up at, for instance, EU FW program in 2008 or 2009, providing that it would be strengthened by additional partners.

Aims and goals

AD 1) The Peace Institute was approached by the EE: PBBP in Kazahstan to cooperate in a joint initiative resulting in the organization of a study visit of journalists from different institutions in Kazakhstan to Slovenia.
AD 2) Participants identified the role of social sciences and humanities in the SEE societies and debated the position of social scientists, intellectuals, experts and bureaucrats as well as eventual fusions of the roles.
AD 3) The project aims at expanding the knowledge on contemporary domestic work by pointing to the specific characteristics of contemporary domestic work within the socio-economic context of Eastern European region.
AD 4) As a part of an international project (FeMiPol) the workshop aims at exchanging information and experience with interviewing migrant women among project partners, discussing methodological and ethical questions, implementation, and planning future research and dissemination activities.
AD 5) The main aim of the project was to rethink and search for new approaches, new answers on how new media development has influenced the terrain for alternative media use in its relation to citizens’ empowerment.
Realisation in 2007

AD 1) Meetings were held with relevant officials and experts, and study visits were organized to relevant institutions, such as the Ministry of Culture, Competition Protection Office, and Broadcasting Council. In addition, experts from the Peace Institute and its partners presented their own research, advocacy and campaigning activities in order to share Slovenian media NGO experience in the main priority area of media de-monopolization and media ownership concentration. The following topics were debated: media concentration, legal framework, de-monopolization advocacy campaign, media market mechanisms and monopolization, and the role of specialized state regulatory agencies.
AD 2) Participants explored how creative, innovative and efficient input of social sciences and humanities to the contemporary societies could be achieved, and how the situation could be improved in the region. The seminar provided a critical check of participants’ own activities, and also opened up new perspectives on the role and the status of social sciences. 
AD 3) Since domestic workers in the region differ, the participants shared data and experiences from current research to address the differences. They exchanged views on whether domestic work in Eastern Europe is rather traditional (live-in domestic workers) or modernized (live-out domestic workers). The question about the specific vulnerabilities of domestic workers was put on the agenda. Gender relations were debated in the context of un-paid work, as well as the impact of domestic work on the demand for domestic services. This was reflected in the context of family life and the broader dimensions of social life. 
AD 4) The project is organized with the purpose to foster the understanding of migration flows in different countries, and reflect the position of migrating women. The aim is to facilitate the presentation of the analyses of needs and rights of female migrants in the care sector and domestic services. In addition, the workshop aims at analyzing current migration policies and integration bills, with a specific focus on the gender dimension, taking into account life biographies of female migrants. 
AD 5) Essays presented at the seminar on alternative media (Ljubljana, 2006) were selected from the publication with the purpose to rethink issues about how new media development has influenced the terrain for alternative media use in its relation to citizens' empowerment. The editing process has begun.

Public presentations of the book The Relaxed Ideology of the Slovenes were organized in Ljubljana and Maribor in June 2007 jointly with an exhibition of works of art on the same topic created by Arjan Pregl, a young and promising visual artist. Presentation of the book Invisible Work  which took place in the Konzorcij bookshop, was attended by almost 40 visitors.
